Academic planning and course selection are critical tools that help lead to student success. Atlantic Cape Student
Navigators (Advisors) work with students in welcoming them to the College commmunity, determine majors, review program
plans, access support services, review transfer options and help students select appropriate courses for their education and
career goals.
