AVIT286 : Multi-Engine Pilot

This course is designed to provide students with the aeronautical skill and knowledge necessary to safely operate a multi-engine
fixed wing aircraft under normal and emergency conditions. Emphasis will be placed on systems operations, use of flight
instruments, flight maneuvers, and instrument navigation systems on typical multi-engine aircraft. This course includes 16 hours
of ground instruction, 4 hours of pre/post flight briefing, and 15 hours of flight instruction. This is a Pass/Fail course.
